8-12, 2007. Once it's moved,
you really won't be able to tell
much difference — it will still
provide you with all the same
features and information that it
always has. The difference will
be that it will no longer be
physically housed within Davis
Library.

Davis Library’s present server
is aging and needs to be
replaced. Additionally, there
have been upgrades to the
library software Davis Library
uses to search and maintain its
database of holdings that
requires newer, faster and
more capable hardware to run.

Since 2001 Academic Search
Premier has been one of
OhioLINK’s most popular
research databases. This sum-
mer OhioLINK launched
Academic Search Complete, a
new and improved version of
this all purpose catalog of
general periodicals and
professional journals.

Academic Search Complete
now covers more than 9,300
journals and magazines (4,000
more than Premier) with full

text articles from 5,300 titles
(800 more than Premier).
Academic Search Complete also
now offers hundreds of full text
books, encyclopedias, govern-
ment reports and historical
documents.

As with its predecessor, start
with the “Advanced Search” to
take advantage of the “Search
History” tool, and click the
“Full Text” box to benefit from
that super time saving element.

During the week of October
8-12, RioCat will be shut down
while data is migrated from the
old server to the new server in
Columbus. Unfortunately, since
ordering books from
OHIOLINK and authenticating
for off-campus use of
OhioLINK databases requires
system access to RioCat'’s
patron database, these services
will be suspended during this
period. Students and faculty are
advised to plan ahead to accom-
modate this interruption of ser-
vices. We are recommending
that faculty and staff prepare for
this “down time” by ordering
books and doing off-campus
searching of OhioLINK
databases earlier if materials are
needed for assignments that are
due that week.

A small display promoting the American Library Association’s (ALA) Banned Books Week,
September 29 — October 6, 2007 is now featured on the Davis Library’s Ground Floor.

ALA Banned Books Week is an anti-censorship campaign held every year near the end of September. Its
purpose is to celebrate intellectual freedom and encourage the preservation of First Amendment rights.

Libraries in the United States view themselves as the cornerstones of democracy. By providing free access
to a wide range of information, ideas, opinions and viewpoints, American libraries promote lifelong
learning and the opportunity for a well-informed citizenry that is considered essential to maintaining a free
society. Every year the ALA Office for Intellectual Freedom collects various statistics on challenged
books. Challenges are formal written complaints, filed with a library or school, requesting that materials
be removed because of content or appropriateness.
